President agreed that payment of $100 per rider at 2010 Historic Champs should be paid to riders who are eligible by above (Meeting #353) motion. Action Point: To be ratified for the future at 2010 AGM
2. From DV- Although I admit that there is only a slight chance of us getting another event at Stanthorpe in the near future I firmly believe we should do whatever we can to work towards that goal. I have recently been told by the Carnell Raceway president Rob Brown that they are applying for more dates soon & although the local council moves very slowly they are hopeful that they may get an increase in dates in the next few years. I believe that two events at Stanthorpe per year is still a sound concept & could act as a stable base for growth in historic racing. With that base members could still compete at Pirelli, normal Sportsman events at Warwick & interstate events to supplement their racing fix. Again, as a base two Stanthorpe events per year may encourage more past members to drag their race machines out of storage or for new members to invest the time & money to finish those projects that they have longed to complete. With the profit margin we have made on the recent event we could run another event & even we just brake even we would still be up approx $6,000 for the year. I would be hopeful we would make a small profit even considering it would be unlikely the NCRR would support two events per year. With Stanthorpe entry fees much lower than Warwick, many more races per weekend & free camping it offers much better value for money for our members that any other event on our calendar. Having two events at Stanthorpe per year may reduce the "specialness" of the July event but again I believe the benefits would outweigh any negatives. I believe there is a large number of our members who race just as much for the social side of historic racing as the racing itself & other events such as those hosted by Sportys & interstate events just don't have that level of appeal & are much more expensive.

I would also like to suggest that we cement our relationship with the Carnell Raceway committee by offering to assist with some small projects to help improve the track or the facilities. The notice board is one small thing we could do that would help us run a better event & maybe assist them as well. Repainting the grid lines with numbers is another idea I have had. We could have a social get together day at the track, do some work around the place, camp overnight, have a few drinks!!!! etc. With the Carnell Raceway committee comprising as few as 6 or 7 members I know that this type of support would be greeted most warmly & would certainly not harm our chances of securing a second event date if one becomes available. Please give these suggestions your consideration.
