Rob Walker’s Triumph T100
I bought the bike from the winner of the Club raffle back in 2006 but it was originally built by John Munns as a flat tracker. I gathered a few bits from swaps and cobbled together a road racer. Robbie Olsen from Emu Products helped out with welding a leaking fuel tank and a cracked frame, he also made mud guard supports and a 2 into 1 pipe. [image: image1.jpg]


The frame is 1957 and engine a Tiger T100 1956. Wheels and brakes are standard for the era. Mechanically the bike has been rebuilt from the ground up. The engine is running approx 9.5:1 CR and the single carby is setup for methanol. The bottom end runs a billet crank made locally to 82mm stroke (which is actually from a later model 650) so special pistons have been made to account for the longer stroke. These were designed by Bert Skuce and made by JP Pistons in Adelaide.
An iron barrel (sleeved, try finding an unsleeved one) has been used for use with methanol. Inlet ports have been bored out to about 28mm as has the inlet manifold. Carby is a 30mm Amal mk1. Cams run a BSA spitfire profile.

First run with the bike was Stanthorpe 2009 and it seized due to a combination of too little piston-bore clearance and weak mixture all round. Luckily one new piston/rings and rehone got it going again. I then ran it at the Qld Historic Titles at Warwick in 2010 where it survived at least but didn’t seem very fast compared to John O’Neal’s JAP or Lindsay Granger’s ES2. I put this down to mainly the pipe coming on song to early – about 4500rpm and finishing before 6000rpm so next is a new pipe to get revs up around 6500 to 7000rpm. Carby also needs to be sorted but after my early attempt I’m planning to creep up on it slowly.

Hope to see you at a track locally in 2011 so we can have some fun.
